This is the third time I've asked where the money is coming from to build Brambling Fields. I have the Report and this does not give me this information.
Members are told that all by £800K of the £5.6M cost of the works will be recovered by Ryedale from Developer contributions. The Report says that £500K has been banked and £1.5M is in negotiation.
The Report suggests that the contract of works will not be a fixed price contract - which has the ramification that one can expect the final cost to well exceed the contract price.
The Report also says that there are further costs in regard to supplementary works in Malton and Norton which will also have to be paid for out of developer contributions.
The Report says that the amount of housing allocated via the Ryedale Plan at Malton and Norton or in Ryedale will not be influenced by Brambling Fields.
The Malton and Norton Neighbourhood Plan sets a limit for new houses in Malton/Norton over the plan period (2009 - 2026) at 1,000.
The Malton and Norton Neighbourhood Plan opposes a new supermarket at WWSCP.
The Ryedale Plan proposes over 40 hectares for employment development, when over the previous plan period only 27 ha were required and these were not all used up at the end of the plan period - when the economy was far more buoyant than it is now.
Would  you please advise:

1.       Will the entire cost of the scheme and allsupplementary works be recoverable from developer contributions from not more than 1,000 new houses?

2.       If not, where is the balance going to come from?

3.       If the balance is going to come from more houses in  Malton and Norton, would you please estimate the number of additional new houses?

4.       If the Council is going to rely on developer contributions from developments other than new housing, would you please advise how much is expected from what kind of development?

5.       Would you please advise if developer contributions or money from the sale of Wentworth Street Car Park is being relied upon, and if so, how much?

6.       If money is being relied upon from any other sauce, please specify.
This is information which members are legally entitled to ask for in order to enable them to carry out their duties. I cannot see how any member can be in a position to make a full assessment of the decision we are required to make without this information. No company board of directors would ever authorise expenditure on a contract of this magnitude without detailed information explaining how the project is going to be paid for, and the full extent of the Council's liability and impact on the Council Tax.
I cannot believe the project has got to such an advanced stage without your having done some very detailed work on costs. So it should not be difficult to provide this information. Can I please have a written reply at least two days before the meeting.
